Wilson hosted the PIL District Tournament this past weekend to qualify students for the State Tournament at Western
Oregon University in Monmouth April 21-23. The Wilson team finished 2nd in individual event team sweepstakes and
3rd overall, and we will be taking our largest group of qualifiers to State since Wilson won the 5A title in 2009!
