Take advantage of this opportunity to prepare 
for the New SAT.  This practice test is proctored just like an actual test, except that the score is not recorded or reported to 
colleges. Like the ACT, the SAT exam is a national college-readiness exam. Almost every college uses SAT scores in their 
admissions process. Taking the SAT can also open the door to scholarships or other financial aid that can make college 
more affordable.
