IMMUNIZATION UPDATE—NON-MEDICAL EXEMPTIONS

Recent legislation resulting from Senate Bill 895 has resulted in changes to the requirements for non-medical exemptions,
formerly known as religious exemptions. Parents of students who claimed a religious exemption status prior to March

1, 2014, and who wish to continue with an exemption, are now required to obtain a medical exemption or a Vaccine
Education Certificate (after receiving the required education about immunizations from a health care practitioner or after
watching the online vaccine education module). Parents should also complete a new Certificate of Immunization Status
form, and mark the vaccines for which they would like an exemption in the exemption section. Forms should be returned
to the school nurse.
