scholarship to the college or institution of their choice.

The concept is simple: Each member of the Three-Ball Backers pledges to sponsor
the Wilson Women’s Varsity Basketball team for each three-point basket made/
scored throughout the 2016-17 season. For example, if you were to pledge $1 per
three-point shot made, and our varsity team scores 35 three-point shots for the
entire season (about the average) then that member would be billed $35. After the
