First order of Business
Motion to vote in Karen Russell as Wilson PTA Treasurer for school year – 2009-2010.  Motion passed unanimously.

Treasurer’s Report – Jeanne Zuelke

· Budget Discussion:  $9,936.25 in funds.  $7,282.15 are unrestricted, $2,654.10 is 50th anniversary fund (restricted).  This doesn’t include what the Graduation Night Committee donated to the PTA.  They donated $1,000 to PTA and $1,000 to Boosters, and $2,000 to reunion fund.  Budget also includes $1,229.75 for grants/donations (mostly from Pizzacato Night fundraiser).  Scrip:  $575.09, PSAT fundraiser:  $1,125.00.  
· Grad. Night discussion:  Should $2,000 donated be placed in a reunion fund or into the 50th Anniversary fund?

President’s Report

· PTA materials in registration packets:  Discussion about use of stickers to be attached to the membership envelopes.  
· Motion to increase membership dues to:  $25 for individual and $40 per couple.  Motion passed unanimously.  Membership includes one free school directory.  

· The above information will be printed on the stickers to be attached to the PTA membership envelopes.  These envelopes will be included in the registration packets along with a PTA letter of Introduction and Directory information form.

· Leslie Baird will be producing the stickers and Bernie Delaney will be ordering the envelopes.  The envelopes should be produced (with stickers attached) by August 19 and delivered to the Wilson office.

· Discussion ensued about directory and PTA management thereof.  Jeanne Zuelke will be managing the directory production will be under the auspices of the PTA.

· Rosemary Schwimmer will be advocating heavily for all PTA volunteers to join the PTA, and will be making announcements to this affect at the Back to School Night.

· Food Front Fundraiser will be held in October and monies will benefit the clothing center and student aid fund.  These monies can be used to offset the budget line item for these funds.

· Bank accounts discussion ensued:  Question posed:  Why should we have separate bank accounts and separate treasurer for Scrip?  PTA Treasurer could take over this duty.  Question posed by Rosemary Schwimmer:  Can we still use credit cards if PTA treasurer takes over scrip treasurer duties?  It was mentioned that the merchant visa account is handled by the bank and PTA could allow use of credit cards.  Discussion about combining bank accounts.  It would be easier to have all the accounts at one bank.  There are 4 separate bank accounts, which includes Grad. Night, Auction and Scrip account.

· Motion:  to close US Bank account and consolidate all accounts at Keybank. (or as many accounts as possible).  Motion passed unanimously.

· Auction disbursement form handed out and discussion ensued.

· Volunteer Form Discussion:  Suggestions made to add check boxes to the form.  Mopsy Ballard’s wording for hospitality.  It was agreed to delete the availability days for volunteers.  Annie Bottinelli volunteered to talk with Kathy Kersey about the form and re-write the form to include more details about the volunteer opportunities. Annie Bottinelli will keep track of the completed forms and obtain them from the office.
· Registration Days:  Auction committee will have a table at the event so as to promote the event and hand out information for possible volunteers.
