I cannot believe it is that time of year again! Promotion will be here soon! Please read the full letter to make
this a successful time for all students.

Cost:

Right now, the cost of all promotion activities, including the 8th grade trip and yearbook, is $50 per student.
During the month of April, all 8th grade students will have the opportunity to participate in a fundraiser. The
proceeds will be used to lower the cost requested from each student. At the beginning of May, we will send
another letter with the final cost requested and permission slips. Please note, scholarships will be available
should your family need.

40 Day Rule:

We expect all our 8th graders to complete their last days at Ockley Green showing caring, collaboration and
growth. After April 9th, 8th graders will not be allowed to participate in the 8th grade BBQ, promotion dance,
8th grade trip, and/or promotion if they engage in the following behaviors during the last 40 days of school:

- A total of % or 1 day student suspension will lead to loss of 2 activities

- A total of 2 days of student suspensions will lead to loss of 3 activities

- A total of 3 days student suspensions will lead to loss of all activities

- Unexcused skipping of classes (Each skipped class will equal losing one promotion event)
