Wilson High School is excited to offer a new Health elective course this spring. It is called Nutrition and 
Wellness and will be taught by Wilson Health teacher Josh Martin. The goal of this course is to offer 

students an opportunity to experience issues, information, and skills regarding the foods they eat. In 
addition to studying nutrition and how food choices affect our health, we will tackle topics such as food
