Sportsmanship Nomination
In a recent contest, game officials noted that Wilson Baseball exhibited the great 
qualities that the Oregon School Activities Association looks for in teams, 
programs, and communities across the state. Wilson Baseball is now eligible for the 
OSAA Sportsmanship Award, which includes 100 OSAA Cup points for our school.  
This recognition program gives officials the opportunity to highlight the positive 
sportsmanship that they see on the field.  

Wilson Students Write Winning Essays
Two Wilson students are winners in the 2019  Minoru Yasui Day Essay Contest 
sponsored by the The Oregon Nikkei Endowment and the Minoru Yasui Legacy 
Project. Junior Emmett Rashleigh is the first-place high school winner and 
Sophomore Benjamin Kono is a runner-up winner.  

Prize-winners will be recognized in an awards ceremony as part of the Minori Yasui 
Day celebration on March 28, at the University of Oregon School of Law Portland 
campus. Following the awards ceremony are a panel discussion and free screening 
of the film Never Give Up! Minoru Yasui and the Fight for Justice.  

The contest honors the legacy of Minoru Yasui, an Oregon attorney who committed 
his life to the defense of human and civil rights. His arrest and conviction for 
challenging the curfew and relocation orders for Japanese American citizens during 
World War II went all the way to the Supreme Court.  In November 2015, President

Barack Obama bestowed upon Minoru Yasui the Presidential Medal of Freedom, 
the highest civilian award given in the United States.  In February 2016, the Oregon 
Legislature unanimously voted to designate March 28 of each year as Minoru Yasui 
Day in recognition of the importance of standing up for what you believe in and 
working to end discrimination in Oregon.

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Wilson Student Parking Reminders 
Wilson Students and Parents: Unfortunately, while we understand that students 
would like to be able to park on the Wilson campus, we do not have enough 
parking spots for all of our student drivers.  Students with a Wilson 2019 Student 
Parking Pass may park in student parking, if a legal space is available. A student 
parking pass does not provide a reserved space or guarantee a spot, so please be 
aware that even with a parking pass students may have to find alternative parking 
off campus. 
  
Wilson teachers have assigned, reserved spaces marked “Faculty” in yellow paint.  
An empty staff spot is not a legal parking space for student parking permit-holders. 
Teachers are sometimes required to come and go during the day and plan to return 
to their assigned space.   Please respect our teachers and do not park in staff 
parking.  Students who park in staff spaces will get a parking ticket.  All parking 
tickets must be paid before we will issue prom tickets or graduation tickets.   
  
Students parked in visitor, volunteer and handicapped parking spots will also be 
ticketed and/or towed. Disabled students, staff and families who have a disabled 
parking placard are the only ones who may legally park in disabled parking.
