« Market Breakdown (12:45-2:15pm): Take down tents, collect the signs and trash,
and load everything back into the truck. This active task is the area that needs the
most volunteers.

« Power of Produce (POP) program (every market day): Kids’ activities. Help
explain the activity to the kids, stamp their “passport’, and administer the $2
tokens.

« Produce Bag Sewing Project: Do you enjoy sewing at home? Help make produce
bags out of muslin. This could be a one-time or ongoing opportunity.

« Leafleting: Get the word out about the market by distributing flyers around SW
Portland.
