Vernon Recycles 
Vernon School is launching a school-wide 

program to recycle #6 plastics. What are #6 
plastics?  They are: 

• GPPS (aka crystal-clear polystyrene): plastic 
silverware; food containers; CD cases, plastic 
cups 
• EPS (aka expanded polystyrene): foam coolers; 
molded plastic for shipping 
• HIPS (aka high impact polystyrene): coffee cup 
lids; creamers; plastic cold cups; plastic veggie 
bag clips 
• XPS (aka extruded polystyrene): leftover 
containers; meat trays; egg cartons; foam cups 
*please see the flyer 

We'll be collecting the polystyrene at Vernon 
School, then it will be taken to Agilyx in Tigard. 
Agilyx collects the plastic, returns it to its original 
state (crude oil), then sends it to locations that 
re-purpose it. This way, it doesn't keep going to 
the landfills. We need a large box for collection 
purposes. If you have one, please contact Connie 
in the Vernon Office.
