Chromebook Distribution:  Many families responded to the Device Needs Survey sent out in our past 
newsletter. We are working to compile the information and gathering enough chromebooks to meet our 
community’s needs.

Our 
supply is limited at this time. During distribution we will observe all Social Distancing precautions and ask 
you to make sure that you and any family members with you remember to wear a mask.  Distribution will be 
in front of the school (under the covered area if it is raining).

Soft Start
You should have received the Districts communication email sent today giving more details about the Soft 
Start Schedule and its focus from September 2nd-September 11th. To help you plan for these weeks, 
remember that your child will not be engaging in virtual instruction for an entire school day during this time.  

Each class (grades 1-5) will hold a Morning Meeting/Social Emotional Lesson time followed by a few 
practice sessions to allow students to get used to using our Seesaw learning platform and apps.  

Kindergarten classes will begin their class meetings & practice sessions on September 8th. 

Every family, K-5, will receive a 30 min. call/visit/chat from their teacher scheduled during September 
2-11th.

Classroom teachers will reach out to you to set up your family’s individual meeting time. 
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Our priority in these meetings is to connect with you and your child to begin to establish a relationship, as 
well as to support any needs you have concerning the technology your child will be using during Distance 
Learning.
