Circulation Drama

During this simulation the room served as the human body. People played the roles of the organs listed below. Some people played the role of Red Blood Cells or Plasma and circulated through the room (the body), visiting the heart, lung, back to the heart, and then to some organ in the body, always moving in one direction only. Depending on what they were and what organ they were visiting, they could pick up or drop off different things.

Each organ was provided with a set of instructions that indicated what could be given to or taken from Plasma and Red Blood Cells. Use this information and the link to the circulation video on my website to complete the handout.

Organ


Directions
Lung


RBC pick up oxygen. Plasma and RBC give CO2 & a fourth of its water.

Kidney

Plasma gives urea, uric acid and half of the water to the nephrons of the kidney.

Liver


Take some amino acids out of the blood; cut them up and give urea/uric acid back to




   the plasma. 

Give CO2 and water to Plasma and RBC.

Concerning sugar… follow directions on the letters (either release or remove)

Small intestine
Plasma picks up amino acids and sugar.

Cell (muscle)

Plasma gives food. RBC gives 6 oxygen. Cell mitochondria cuts up food and gives CO2 




   to plasma and RBC, water and uric acid to plasma.
