Objective:  Become an expert at a group of animals and share your knowledge with the class.  Learn about a diverse group of animals through reading class slides.

1.  Pick 3 generic animal groups that you are interested in (ex:  bats, rhinoceroses, rabbits, antelope,
     grasshoppers, sharks, squid, etc.). You will be assigned one of these in “class.”
2.  Research your animal group.   You need to have at least 3 resources. Cite your resources in a 
      document and submit it to Turnitin.com. 
3.  Sketch a picture of an animal from your group and label its distinguishing features. Any pictures in

4.  Describe your animal group’s place in the evolutionary tree.  You may draw it if you like.
5.  Describe common characteristics of the animals in your group.  
6.  List the number of species. You may include the number of recently extinct species separately.

b. Habitat (where in the world and type of environment)
    
c. Known predators
    
d. Diet
