We are excited to offer IXL this year as a resource to
support individualized learning in both math and
Language Arts. After taking practice questions, IXL
determines a student's strengths and areas for
improvement. When they use IXL, it will target the skill
areas they most need to focus on. At this point, almost all
classes have created IXL accounts and are using IXL at
some point during the week. IXL is also a great way for
students to get some extra practice in targeted skills
outside of school. Students can log into IXL at home from
a computer or laptop. IXL also has an app that can be
downloaded onto mobile devices.
