Add a donation to your scrip order which will directly offset credit card fees.  Just write in the amount at the bot‐

tom of your order form on the line marked "Credit card fee donation".  Forms are being updated to give you a 
space for a donation option. 

 
Continue to pay with your credit card.  Even with credit card fees, ONK still makes a profit on each scrip order.
