You can now register your student for spring sports. 
To be cleared, two things must happen:

DePaul Treatment Centers has partnered with Benson High School to provide 
substance abuse counseling to students on location at Benson High School. The 
DePaul school-based counseling will give students a basic understanding of how 
the progressive nature of drug dependence can affect neurological 
development.  Students will work alongside a state certified alcohol and drug 
counselor to build a personalized relapse prevention plan which will identify 
motivation for change, high-risk situations and triggers associated with substance 
use, and give the student lifelong coping skills.
