Advanced Placement and Dual Credit Courses 
Roosevelt students are encouraged to take 
Advanced Placement and Dual Credit when ready 
for the rigor and challenges of these classes. We 
offer courses in Language Arts, Mathematics, Fine 
Arts, Science, World Language, and Social Sciences. 
Students who complete Dual Credit courses may 
earn up to 30 college credits by their senior year. 
The course offerings are in partnership with Portland 
Community College, Portland State University, and 
University of Portland. 

Spanish Immersion and World Languages 
We are proud to offer four years of Japanese courses 
and multiple levels of Spanish courses.  Our Spanish 
Immersion program helps students continue to 
develop reading, writing, and oral fluency.  Students 
in our Immersion program take AP exams in Spanish 
Language and Spanish Literature.  Roosevelt 

students consistently earn some of the highest 
passage rates on this exam in the state of Oregon.  
Our students also earn the Oregon Seal of 
Biliteracy, which recognizes proficiency
in two or more languages.

Advancement Via Individual
Determination (AVID) 
AVID is a research-based program providing support 
in the advanced reading, writing and research skills 
needed to be college and career ready.  Since 2016, 
AVID has supported at least 25% of our students 
with college readiness skills and has successfully 
helped eligible students consistently qualify for 
thousands of dollars in scholarships.  The AVID 
program at Roosevelt High School is one of our best 
assets. Many of our AVID graduates have returned to 
Roosevelt and Portland Public Schools to give back 
to their community as college mentors/tutors, 
student advocates, or teachers.  We believe that 
AVID at Roosevelt is changing lives for the people
in St. Johns and the greater Portland area.

Career and Technical Education (CTE) 
Roosevelt offers a variety of courses that explore 
careers while focusing on career related skills.
