Superintendent Smith brief the Board on the latest teacher contract negotiations.

PUBLIC COMMENT

Jonathan Lewis, a student at Glencoe, stated that smaller classes were needed because he has 34
students in his classroom, but he has a great teacher.

Jessica Thompson, President of the Chief Joseph PTA, asked the Board to do more to close the racial
achievement gap in Portland. We need equitable outcomes in education. Administrators in the Jefferson
cluster last year had no report on closing the racial achievement gap.

Joshua Curtis spoke on the data matrix that PPS uses to judge the effectiveness of high school
alternative programs. There is a wide variation in community based programs. Most students come to a
CBO during their high school years, and PPS needs to find another data matrix for alternative programs.
He suggested that PPS develop a matrix based on the number of credits students earn per semester. If a
CBO was doing a good job, they should be replicated; if not doing a good job, they should be closed.

BUSINESS AGENDA

Director Buel indicated that he had a problem with Resolution 4858,0EIB, as they call grants educational
investment. The money does not go to the schools; the money goes to agencies. We need investments
in our schools. We should be telling OEIB that we want grant monies to go to our schools.
